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AVIATION QUESTION OF THE MONTH

Answer to last month’s question: You are 43 years old, and your last FAA medical exam was two months before your
fortieth birthday. Is your third class medical certificate valid?

According to the FAA: Yes. The answer hinges on the age at which you had your third class medical exam. Because you
were under age 40 when you had your most recent medical exam, your medical certificate is good for 60 calendar months.
Your next third class medical will be good for only 24 calendar months, since you'll be over 40 at the time of that
examination.

This Month’s Question: You just earned your instrument rating and would like to purchase a home desktop training
device so that you can stay current. You checked with the manufacturer and confirmed that you can log approaches for
currency. Do you need to actually have a CFII present to log any of the approaches or instrument time for currency?
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
